CIRCLE OF HOPE  
CORNER - Serve/Support/Pray 

A group of parishioners are working to create a ministry at 
St. Helen’s to offer support to those facing financial 
difficulties. The Circle of Hope will complement ministries 
already working in the parish.  
 

There are three main components to Circle of Hope: 
  

1. Circle of Hope Companions – Parishioners will walk 
alongside those who need help in finding resources 
available in the community. Whether seeking 
employment services, housing assistance, or other 
needs, navigating through numerous telephone calls or 
online applications can be daunting. Circle of Hope 
Companions hope to offer support through this 
process.  

2. Credit Union – Parishioners are working to establish a 
simple, basic credit union that will offer low-cost, small 
loans. Often, people find themselves in need of a small 
loan in order to pay bills. We hope to provide a source 
of micro-loans in order to prevent falling into a cycle of 
high-interest loans.  

3. AZ Saves Financial literacy training – Several Circle 
of Hope members have completed training offered by 
Catholic Charities to teach a 4-session Financial 
Literacy class on budgeting, saving and credit. We 
hope these classes can be a resource for those 
seeking to build a sound financial foundation.  

Circle of Hope meets monthly; the next meeting is 
September 14 at 7:00pm in the parish office. Please attend 
if you are interested in being involved in this emerging 
ministry.
